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Memorandum to all publishers of contemporary literary fiction in translation 


Independent Foreign Fiction Prize 2010

A prize awarded to the best contemporary work of literary fiction in translation published in the UK between 1st January and 31st December 2009. A shortlist will be announced in March 2010 and the £10,000 prize, split equally between author and translator, will be presented in May 2010. The author must be living at the time the translation is published in the United Kingdom. Submissions are judged by a panel of five experts, yet to be confirmed.

Whilst books may be submitted until 30 September 2009, we would very much appreciate it if you could send in your books as soon as they are available; this would really help the judges with their reading.

Please note the earlier closing date for this year’s award.  We will accept unbound or bound proofs at the time of submission if necessary, with the understanding that finished copies will be sent as soon as available.  Please enclose a press release or AI sheet for each title submitted. 

This prize underlines Arts Council England’s commitment to raising the profile of literature in translation and the work of literary translators.

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Conditions of entry

Eligibility
· Works of literary fiction published in translation in the United Kingdom between 1 January 2009 and 31st December 2009 are eligible for the Independent Foreign Fiction Prize 2010.

· The author must be living at the time the translation is published in the United Kingdom.
· A published work will be eligible even if nominated for, shortlisted in or awarded other awards or prizes.

· Works that have been self-translated are eligible for submission.

· Single-author anthologies and collections of short stories are eligible for submission.  Multi-authored collections are not eligible. 
· Arts Council England’s decision upon the eligibility of a submission will be final.

Entry fees and applications
· There is no entry fee for the Independent Foreign fiction Prize 2010.

· A separate entry form must be completed for each entered work.  A press release or advanced information sheet must be submitted with the entry form for each title.
· People or organisations entering works on behalf of an author and translator are deemed to be nominating with the consent of the author and translator. 
· Entry forms and copies of all works must be received by Arts Council England by 30 September 2009.   Bound or unbound proofs will be accepted before this time, on the condition that finished copies are submitted as soon as available.
Submission limit
· There is no limit to the number of titles that may be entered by a nominator or author provided the works entered meet all other entry requirements.

Copies of work
· Copies of submitted works received will become the property of Arts Council England and will not be returned to the relevant authors or publishers.  
Late or lost entries
· Arts Council England reserves the right to not accept incomplete or late entries.

· All reasonable care will be taken, however no responsibility is accepted for loss or damage or for entries that are not received by the close of submission date. 
Longlisted and shortlisted titles

· In entering works to the Independent Foreign Fiction Prize 2010, publishers of titles that are long- and shortlisted agree to support publicity activity around the prize.  This will include, but not be restricted to, the supply of further promotional copies of successful titles, the supply of biographical information and headshots of authors and translators and the coordination of press coverage with the Independent Foreign Fiction PR team.  
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
